AI Engineers prepared alternative analysis, 
preliminary and final design of a 1,500 foot 26 
foot wide two-lane roadway for new secure truck 
delivery road into Sikorsky’s Stratford  
Helicopter Manufacturing Plant.  A preliminary 
study for proprietary and non-proprietary 
retaining wall systems was also provided.  The 
non-proprietary wall study is designed to take 
the effect of the adjacent existing abutment load 
of the Meritt Parkway six lane bridge.  The wall 
is designed to be placed / constructed without 
disturbing the existing abutment slope 
protection. The project uses local/state road and 
state property. As part of this project, an existing 
signalized intersection needed modification to 
accommodate WB-50 truck turning movements.  
The intersection reconstruction required 
construction staging plans to maintain traffic 
during construction.  From the intersection, 
trucks travel over local roads to a state 
maintenance facility where the access road will 
be constructed. 
 
The access road uses the haul road that provided 
access to construct the 1930 original Sikorsky 
Bridge of the Merrit Parkway and the current 
reconstruction of that bridge. The existing site 
condition did not have a drainage system and run 
off flowed directly to wetlands and the river.  
Construction of the roadway required the capture 
of run off in a drainage system with a gross 
particle separator and oil / water removal prior to 
river discharge. 
 
Additionally the project required utility 
coordination, water main and sanitary sewer 
design, survey, permanent easement map 
preparation, ConnDOT encroachment permits, 
State Traffic Commission Permit revision, 
Stratford Wetland permit, Stratford Planning and 
Zoning Public Hearing for zoning variance and 
CTDEP Office of Long Island Sound Programs 
Site Plan Review. Coordinate work with all sub 
consultants.
